Education, training and employment
· The manifesto proposes to creating a Work Programme designed to:
· offer people targeted, personalised help sooner – straight away for those with serious barriers to work and at six months for those aged under 25;
· it will be delivered through private and voluntary sector providers, on a payment by results basis for getting people into sustainable work; draw on a range of Service Academies to offer pre-employment training for unemployed people’; (p.15).
· The manifesto makes a commitment using funding that supports present employment and training schemes to provide help for people looking to improve their skills:

· creation of 400,000 work pairing, Apprenticeship, college and training places over two years;
· a £2,000 bonus for small to medium sized enterprises for every apprentice they hire;
· creation of an all-age careers service so that everyone can access the advice they need (p.17).
· There is a commitment to make it a requirement for long-term benefit claimants who fail to find work to work on community programmes, while people who refuse to accept reasonable job offers could forfeit their benefits for up to three years (p.16).
· The manifesto proposes to support would-be entrepreneurs through a new programme – Work for Yourself – which will give unemployed people direct access to business mentors and substantial loans (p.16).
· There is a commitment to abolish many of the further education quangos. They propose that public funding will follow the choices of learners and be delivered by a single agency, the Further Education Funding Council (p.17).
· There will be a provision of 10,000 extra university places this year, paid for by giving graduates incentives to pay back their student loans early, on an entirely voluntary basis (p.17).
Positive Activities

· The manifesto proposes the introduction of a National Citizen Service, initially for 16-year-olds (p.37).
· There is a commitment enabling parents to start new schools, empowering communities to take over local amenities such as parks and libraries, giving neighbourhoods greater control of the planning system, and enabling residents to hold the police to account in neighbourhood beat meetings (p.38).
· The manifesto commits to promoting social action by launching an annual Big Society Day to celebrate the work of neighbourhood groups and encouraging more people to take part in social action (p.38).
Crime and Safety

· There will be an introduction of a series of early intervention measures, including grounding orders allowing the police to use instant sanctions to deal with anti-social behaviour without criminalising young people unnecessarily (p.56).
· The manifesto proposes that anyone convicted of a knife crime can expect to face a prison sentence. There will be an introduction of mobile knife scanners on streets and public transport, and an extension of the length of custodial sentences that can be awarded in a Magistrates’ Court from six to twelve months (p.56).
· The manifesto commits to applying the ‘payment by results’ approach to the youth justice system. There is also a commitment to allowing private and voluntary sector providers to supervise, train and rehabilitated rug users and offenders on release from prison. The manifesto further commits to piloting a scheme creating Prison and Rehabilitation Trusts, where one organisation is responsible for helping to stop a criminal re-offending (p.58).

· There will be a commitment introducing the teaching of sexual consent to young people in the school curriculum (p.56).
Citizenship and society

· The manifesto commits to scrapping National Identification Register and the ContactPoint database (p.79).
· The manifesto proposes to take a series of measures to help reverse the commercialisation of childhood (p.43).
· The manifesto commits to strengthening and supporting social enterprises to help deliver public service reforms by creating a Big Society Bank, funded from unclaimed bank assets, providing new finance for neighbourhood groups, charities, social enterprises and other non-governmental bodies (p.37).
· There will be an introduction of grants to give voluntary sector organisations more stability and allow them to earn a competitive return for providing public services. There is a commitment to working with local authorities to promote the delivery of public services by social enterprises, charities and the voluntary sector (p.38).
· There will be a commitment to using Cabinet Office budgets to fund training of independent community organisers (p.38).
· There is a commitment to initially extending the right to request flexible working to every parent with a child under the age of eighteen (p.42).
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
