Education, Training and Employment
· The manifestos commits to ensuring 200,000 jobs through the Future Jobs Fund, with a job or training place for young people who are out of work for six months. As part of the package they also propose that benefits will be cut at ten months if the participant refuses to take part; and anyone unemployed for more than two years will be guaranteed work (2:2).
· Every young person to be guaranteed education or training until 18, with 75 per cent going on to higher education, or completing an advanced apprenticeship or technician level training (3:2). Education Maintenance Allowances will be retained and there will be an entitlement to an apprenticeship place in 2013 for all suitably qualified 16-18 year olds (3:6).

· The manifesto proposes overhauling careers advice for young people to ensure better information and guidance (3:7).

· The manifesto proposes opening up opportunity for people from families on low incomes to enter professions like the media and law, through an expansion of paid internships for students (3:7).
Positive Activities
· The manifesto proposes expansion of spare time activities for young people, doubling those available – including sport – on Friday and Saturday nights, with neighbourhood police teams closely involved in areas where youth crime is highest (3:6).
· There will be sufficient resources to give every child and young person the opportunity to do at least five hours sport per week. This will be provided through extended schools, community sports clubs and 3,000 new sports clubs (7:3).
· The manifesto proposes that every child and young person should be entitled to five hours of cultural activities per week. The manifesto states that ‘through Creative Partnerships we are ensuring that young people in the most deprived parts of the country are able to fulfil their artistic talents by working with local arts and cultural organisations’ (7:3).
· The manifesto proposes to take forward plans for a National Youth Community Service, with the aim that all young people contribute at least 50 hours to their communities by the age of 19 (7:5 – 7:6).
· There will be investment in a new national network of school sports coaches * in some of the most deprived areas (7:3).
Crime and Safety
· There will be an expansion of ‘joint working’ between police and the probation service to supervise prolific young offenders. When they leave prison, young offenders will be helped by mentors, including vetted ex-prisoners, so they do not slip back into crime. The manifesto proposes expansion of the Youth Conditional Cautions which focus on rehabilitation and reparation. There will be an introduction of a preventative element for all Anti-Social Behaviour Orders (ASBOs) for under-16s (5:3).
· There will be an expansion of US-style street teams which use youth pastors and vetted ex-offenders to reach out to disaffected young people (5:3).
· The manifesto proposes the continuation of promoting internet safety for children, building on the recommendations in the Byron Report. They will support parents who challenge aggressive or sexualised commercial marketing. There will be a development of a website for parents to register their concerns (6:3).
· The manifesto proposes to establish Social Impact Bonds, encouraging private investors to support social entrepreneurs and the third sector – and harnessing additional investment for crime prevention (5:3).
· The manifesto proposes an expansion of Family Nurse Partnerships to support vulnerable young mothers (5:3).
· The manifesto proposes the provision of Family Information Projects for the 50,000 most dysfunctional families (5:3).
Citizenship and society
· The manifesto proposes an improvement to citizenship education so that young people are better prepared for their democratic responsibilities. A report will be commissioned on how best to achieve this (9:3).
· Building on the planned improvement in citizenship education, the manifesto proposes a free vote in Parliament on reducing the voting age to 16 (9:2).
· The manifesto makes a commitment to end rough sleeping by 2012, and tackling the problems faced by homeless people with multiple needs.
· There is a commitment to provide homeless 16 and 17 year olds with Foyer-based supported accommodation and training, including help with parenting skills. Once there is enough provision to provide universal coverage, the manifesto proposes legislation to change the law so ‘that for 16 and 17 year olds the right to housing is met solely through supported housing’ (2:6).
