Education, Training and Employment

· The manifesto proposes to scrap plans to Raise the Participation Age to 18-years-old (p.36).

· The manifesto sets out a work placement scheme with up to 800,000 places to ensure that young people will have the opportunity to gain skills, qualifications and work experience even if they can not find a job. Young people on the scheme would be paid £55 a week for up to three months. In addition, there is a commitment to fund 15,000 extra Foundation Degree places, fully meet the up-front costs of adult Apprenticeships, and the Adult Learning Grant will be increased to £45 a week for 18–24 year-olds in Further Education (p.24).
· The manifesto proposes methods to tackle bullying, including homophobic bullying and online bullying. They also propose to include bullying prevention in teacher training (p.35).
· There is a commitment to reform current bursary schemes to create a National Bursary Scheme for students, so that each university gets a bursary budget suited to the needs of its students. These bursaries would be awarded both on the basis of studying strategic subjects (such as sciences and mathematics) and financial hardship (p.39).
· The manifesto commits to scrapping the target of 50 per cent of young people attending university, focussing effort instead on a balance of college education, vocational training and Apprenticeships (p.39).
Positive activities
· The manifesto commits to strengthening the Youth Service by making it statutory and ensuring that provision of youth services is delivered in partnership with young people and the voluntary sector (p.72).

· There is a commitment to close loopholes that allow playing fields to be sold or built upon without going through the normal planning procedures (p.46).
· There will be support for more positive activities for young people to stop them getting involved in a life of crime (p.71).
Crime and safety

· The manifesto proposes ending the detention of children for immigration purposes (p.76).
· There is a commitment to enhance child protection. There is a proposal to enforce the publication of an anonymised version of Serious Case Reviews to ensure that lessons are learned (p.50).
· The manifesto commits to helping protect young people from developing ‘negative body images’ by regulating airbrushing adverts (p.50).
· There is a commitment to the removal of innocent people from the police DNA database and stop storing DNA from innocent people and children in the future, too (p.94).
Citizenship and Society

· Give the right to vote from the age 16 (p.88).
· The manifesto commits to scrapping ContactPoint database (p.94).
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
